Clicker for Bow                                   (Helps consistent release of Arrow)

Small Calculator                                 (Adding Scores)

Arrow Decals                                      (Numbers & Initials required under FITA rules)

Target Faces x 2 40cm                      (For Archers who shoot Sunday afternoons or Adult session)

Target Pins / Foot Markers                (Not essential - Push into grass to maintain same foot position every time) 

Bow Stringer

Small Tool Box / Personal Kit Box which we suggest you fill with:

Arrow Rests

Spare Washers                                (For screw in parts of Bow)

Spare Grub Screws                          (Not essential - For Button)

The reason we suggest purchasing & carrying certain spare pieces of equipment is because if an Archer were to loose or break any of the above, they would need replacements to continue especially at a competition.

We do however strongly recommend you take the Archers equipment with you when making any purchases. This will ensure you have the correct attachments, sizes and colour’s.
